REASONS TO USE THE WEBSITE
1. If a student is absent, he/she can print the notes at home before returning to school, as well as watch the accompanying video if there is one.  This eliminates getting incomplete notes from a classmate.

2. Some students do better by listening and watching in class in lieu of focusing on writing information down.  The website allows students to have the opportunity to do so and still get a record of the notes at a later time.

3. After teaching for 23 years, I often hear parents tell me that teachers now teach math differently than how they learned it in school.  And it may be true…I have seen how methods have changed over the years (even since I started teaching!).  The website allows you to see how math concepts are being explained and demonstrated in class, which can be useful to parents who are helping their children with homework.

TIPS FOR A SUCCESSFUL TUTORING SESSION
1. Bring your materials – This means bring your textbook, notes, worksheets, and old quizzes.  Even if your original question is about a worksheet problem, the tutoring teacher might want to show you similar problems in your book or on your quiz.

2. Plan your questions – Make a list of 3 or 4 specific problems or topics you want to ask about.  

3. It’s never too late – Tutoring is a great opportunity to learn material you didn’t quite get the first time.  Don’t be afraid to ask about a topic that was taught earlier in the year.  If you have a graded assignment, the tutoring teacher can go over the problems you missed to help you understand your mistakes.

4. Bring stuff you understand, too – The tutoring teacher will likely be helping several students at once, so bring some practice problems you can work on while waiting your turn.

5. Follow up – Once your questions have been answered, go home and practice what you have learned.  If you don’t practice, you are likely to forget.
